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“We don’t look for the big things.” This “we”
doesn’t stand just for Christian Formann and
Stefan Puschmann, but for everything that
makes up formann 2 puschmann architekten.
The office is based on their friendship of many
years standing. They undertake the design pro-
cess together, dividing up the work only during
the implementation phase. And all the projects
are united by this understanding: “We are al-
ways concerned with our counterparts. Naturally,
with our clients and their wishes but also with
developing things together and our joint de-
light”, say the architects explaining the element
that connects their work.

It is not done for its own sake or as self-presentation,
instead they produce a kind of architecture that allows
togetherness to be experienced - and that provides joy.
This is an understanding of architecture that transfers
to space those very qualities that make up good friend-
ships. This is evident not just in the built works but also
in the office structure. The architects augment their phi-
losophy: “We have no interest in growing endlessly. We
don’t want to just delegate projects. We’re not manag-
ers. We prefer to follow the projects from beginning to
end, with passion.” But it is precisely because they don't
look for big things that they can produce them. Not in
terms of the amount of square metres, but in terms of
quality. This is clearly perceptible in their first project,
the Splitboxes. A dynamic game with room heights,
shaped by honest materials and surprising visual rela-

tionships. In short, a great joy.
